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What can be moved from your old eChoices session file to your new Choices portfolio, created in Choices
Planner? The tables below list the fields that will be imported into the Choices portfolio from eChoices

session files.

User identification information such as name, address, e-mail address, year of graduation (for students)
will not be imported from eChoices session files. This information will be collected when the user registers

for a new Choices portfolio.

This also applies to eChoices session files created in the eGuidanceCenter.

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Importing Data into Choices Planner

Users importing from eChoices will need to enter their eChoices Access ID and password, and their
eChoices account name and password.

Data imported into a Choices Planner portfolio will be added to the end of any existing data. For example,
if the user has already completed the Interest Profiler in Choices Planner before they import an eChoices
session file, an Interest Profiler result in the imported session file will be added to the portfolio as another
attempt at the assessment. Under no circumstances will any imported data overwrite existing portfolio data.

Migration Should Happen Only Once!

Users are reminded and encouraged to move your session file data once and only once. If you attempt to
import an old session file again after having already imported the session file, the data will be appended
again and report duplicate items. For example, another attempt at the Interest Profiler would be recorded
for Interest Profiler results found in a session file.
